Public school officials in one Nebraska
city have backed down from financially charg-
ing an after-school Christian club to meet
on campus. Last month, the Millard School
District in Omaha advised Child Evangelism
Fellowship officials that the club would have
to pay to meet on school grounds, even though
groups such as the Boy Scouts, the Girl Scouts,
and others were using school facilities free of
charge. Liberty Counsel sent a demand letter
to the district, outlining the First Amendment
requirement of equal access.

Moreover, Western technology is being
channeled into an ever-growing Chinese mili-
tary which is building up its power and target-
ing the very capitalist hand that feeds it.

Safeguarding Americans

While Chinese have long
suffered under the present
regime, it is now Ameri-
cans who are becoming
victims. The Chinese
government’s blatant dis-
regard for even the most
elementary sanitary stan-
dards is beginning to become public.

The Chinese food scandal first began
when dogs and cats started dying from pet
food processed in the United States and
Canada using melamine-contaminated wheat
flour from China. Over 100 pet food brands
were recalled.

The scandals have now extended to foods
directly threatening the health of American
consumers. Seafood, toothpaste and other
consumables were found to contain danger-
ous substances. In addition, the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture reports that as many as
20 million chickens and thousands of hogs
in several states may have been fed contami-
nated Chinese feed.

Now Chinese mismanagement and shoddy
practices are affecting the most helpless of
victims—American children. Chinese-made
toys containing excessive amounts of lead
now threaten countless children to danger-
ous exposure.

Indeed, Fisher-Price recalled nearly 1.5
million toys because of the problem. Mattel
has just announced a worldwide recall of more
than 18 million toys from store shelves and
homes because of lead paint and hazardous
magnets.

Cheap Goods

Those who claim Chinese
goods provide cheap wares
to American consumers
would do well to take a
second look.

Such cheap goods
come at great cost to the Chinese workers
who frequently work in substandard sweat
shop conditions. They are now coming at a
great price to American business in the form
of recalled goods and ruined reputations.

Finally they cost dearly to American con-
sumers and particularly children, whose health
is endangered by substandard and chemical-
laced goods and foods.

Such costs are expected from a Communist
government that has long had a callous disre-
gard for human life and holds itself to no stan-
dards save that or its immoral philosophy.

However, now that American lives are
directly threatened, it should serve as a wake-
up call to question seriously the wisdom of
continuing present trade policies.

It should at least serve to alert the public
that “Made in China” is no longer a manufac-
turing label bur a warning.

Focus Vindicated After Yearlong IRS Audit

The IRS closed a nearly 12-month audit of
Focus on the Family and Dr. James C. Dobson
by affirming that the organization committed
no wrongdoing.

The investigation was sparked by allega-
tions from two groups that routinely bash
conservatives: Citizens for Responsibility and
Ethics in Washington (CREW), and Ameri-
cans United for Separation of Church and
State. In particular, CREW falsely accused
Focus on the Family and Dr. Dobson, in his
capacity as the head of Focus, of electioneer-
ing by endorsing candidates for public office.
It called on the IRS to conduct a “full-scale
investigation” and to revoke Focus’ tax-
exempt status, levy fines and pursue “civil
and criminal penalties.”

“The real target was conservative Chris-
tians nationwide,” says Dr. Dobson. “The
purpose for this was not only to see if they
could damage us and take us out, but to
scare every pastor and every nonprofit that's
out there.”

Under fire, Dr. Dobson said, are churches
and Christian groups that speak out about
social and moral issues, including marriage,
homosexuality and the sanctity of life.

Tom Minnery, senior vice president of
government and public policy for Focus on
the Family Action, pointed out that CREW

is funded in part by George Soros, the “radical
Leftist who wants to undermine so much of
what this country stands for.”

The letter received [the first week of
September]| from the IRS reads: “Our exami-
nation revealed that Dr. Dobson’s reported
remarks did not occur in publications of Focus
on the Family, did not occur at functions of
Focus on the Family, and did not involve Dr.
Dobson’s suggestion that he was speaking as
a representative of Focus on the Family. As
such, we are closing our examination without
any change to our recognition of Focus on
the Family as (a tax-exempt organization).”
Not a single allegation was found to have
substance.

Newspapers nationwide ran a story when
the false allegations were filed with the IRS,
but Dobson doubts that the mainstream me-
dia will come back and say, ‘By the way, Focus
on the Family is squeaky clean.” “But we are!
And the reason we are is because we believe
in the rule of law. We believe in following, to
the letter, IRS regulations and every other
aspect of the law. We're called by Scripture
to do that. And we live within it.”

More Promising Adult Stem-Cell
Breakthroughs Reported

Scientists at the University of Pittsburgh
Medical Center report the discovery of a new
type of adult stem cell in blood vessels that can
be harvested from a patient. These cells then
could be used to treat the patient’s muscle
injury or disease.
