• REFLECT  on this:  
o In our current culture, teaching and embracing a smorgasbord of 

religious beliefs, what makes the message of Jesus so different and 
unique? What sets Jesus apart? 

o What is it that is truly unique to the Christian faith?  
 When C.S. Lewis was asked this question he responded, ÒOh, 

thatÕs easy. ItÕs grace.Ó Agree or disagree? Why? 
 Gordon MacDonald adds, ÒWe look at the world and it can 

do almost anything as well as or better than the church.  
You need not be a Christian to build houses, feed the 
hungry, or help the sick.  There is one thing the world 
cannot do. It cannot offer grace.Ó  Agree or disagree? Why? 

• READ the passage: Titus 2:11-14 
• REALIZE the principle: What does GRACE do? 

o GRACE (GodÕs Riches @ ChristÕs Expense) offers three very 
practical and applicable LIFE principles:  

o First,  God’s grace releases the power of forgiveness in our life! 
Read Titus 2:11 

 RESPOND to the message:  
 Is this true of our life? If so how? Practically and applied to 

life – how? 
 When did God’s grace, His forgiveness, first Ôshow upÕ in our 

life? Share our story: What did it – does it now mean to you? 
Read Colossians 2:13-14 & Psalm 103:12 

 Who do we know who needs to experience God’s grace? 
Read Jeremiah 17:9 & Ephesians 2:8-9 

o Second, God’s grace redeems us from the power of our sinful 
choices! Read Titus 2:12 

 RESPOND to the message:  
 What does Paul mean by living Ôself-controlled, upright & 

godly lives?Õ 
 In this passage Paul uses the word Ôself-controlÕ for the fifth 

time; what message do you suppose he is trying to convey? 
Read 2 Cor. 10:5b 

 What would the ramifications be if our entire country began to 
take God and His Word seriously as personally and practically 
applied to every aspect of life, especially marriage and 
sexuality? Read Matthew 22:37-40 & Romans 12:9-21 
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o Third,  God’s grace gives us hope in this life and the life to come. Read Titus 
2:13-14 

 RESPOND to the message: 
 How does the message of these verses impact us as forgiven 

believers? 
 At the 2nd coming of Christ, will we be ready? And is this fact our 

daily HOPE? How? Read John 11:25 & Romans 3:23-24; 6:1-2f, 15-
23 

• RESOLVE to take action:  
o Knowing that God’s grace Ôredeems, releases and gives hopeÕ how will we 

live life with this renewed knowledge beginning right now? How will our 
lifestyle change?
